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PENNYVILLE / PENNYVILLE CRECHE BECOMES A HOME 

 

                 Hundreds of families finally 
have decent homes of their own in the City's latest mixed housing development, Pennyville.. 
 
Pennyville, a mixed housing development close to the New Canada train station, now stands where there 
was once barren, rocky and unattractive land. Colorful double-storey structures dwarf the station and the 
gay voices of children at play in an equally colorful crèche fill the bright afternoon, a far cry from the dusty 
streets of the informal settlements in which they used to play. 

Already, over 1000 houses out of 3 200 - the total number of housing units to be built at the estate - have 
been occupied by qualifying beneficiaries and a crèche, built at a cost of R3,9-million, is up-and-running 
with another two planned. 

  

 

It’s very important that the main purpose is not only to prioritize housing alone but also "to build 
communities". 
 
The Pennyville crèche is the first of its kind in the area. With four classrooms, an office, kitchen, activity 
room, sick room and two sets of bathrooms for the children. Josephine is the guardian angel who 
manages the crèche and is very devoted to the wellbeing of the children, offering an out of harm's way, 
academic, sociable and pleasant environment for the children. A safe and sound place for the children in 
Pennyville. 

 As with many projects of this nature FINANCE is a major and real problem. The families in Pennyville are 
less fortunate than most South Africans and can only make a very limited monetary contribution towards 
the preservation of the crèche. Their day-to-day needs are very limited and most days’ food is an extra. 
This has not deterred Josephine and her staff. Nothing weighs them down.
